Lay out your material as outlined in the suggested materials layout

(Fig 1). Draw out all parts exactly as illustrated, including the

letter designations, pencil. Do not cut or drill posts until they

are firmly cemented in the ground. Ensure to leave a small space
between cut lines to allow for the width of the saw Before cutting,
double check all measurements to ensure that they are correct. Always
cut on the waste side of the line. 2) Level a patch of ground and “dig
the six 42" deep holes for the posts as shown (Fig 2) with a post hole
auger.

Place post D in it’s hole, tamp in 32" of soil, leaving a foot for the
concrete. Ensure the post is plumb and square to the other holes, and
pour in cement. Mix the concrete according to manufacturer's
instructions. This post is the one that all other measurements will be
taken from. Allow the concrete to set overnight.

Place the rest of the posts in their holes. Tack pieces G between
pieces B and C2, and D and C1, to ensure correct spacing. Nail a
straight piece of wood on the outside edges of C2, D, and E to ensure
correct spacing. Do the same on the outside edges of A, B, and C1.
Ensure all posts are plumb and square, fill with 32" of soil, tamp and
cement the five posts in place.

Measure up 78" from ground level on piece D and make a visible mark.
Use a level and piece G to make a sil
C1 level with the mark on D. Make a similar mark on piece B, using a
level to make the mark level to the mark on C1. Using piece G again,
make the level mark on piece C2 level with the mark on B. To check
your procedure, ensure the mark on C2 is level with the original mark
on D that you started with. If this is correct, cut off posts B, C1

and C2 at their marks.

Measure 18" up from your first mark on piece D and make another mark.
Using a level, make a similar mark on post E. Cut off posts D and E at
these marks.

Measure down 56 from the top of post B and make a mark. Using a
level, make a similar mark on post A. Cut off post A at the mark.

Using a 17 bit, drill the holes through posts A, C1, and C2 as shown in
figures 3 and 4. Drill holes 1 3/4" deep in posts B and D, ensuring
the hales are on the “inside” edges in relation to posts A, C1, and C2.
Always measure from the tops of the posts to ensure your holes are
going in level.
